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In July, I presented the church a 
series of actions steps which 
were developed by the Church 

Leadership team for the 
purpose of helping us move 
forward.  In this month’s 
column, I want to report on 

where we are and on what 
comes next. 

The first action involved a 
mission project providing school 

supplies for needy students.  
For four Sundays, you brought 
stacks of supplies.  At the end 
of the project, we had provided 

160 backpacks, each filled with 
two packs of paper, a pack of 
pencils, a box of crayons, a set 
of markers, two glue sticks, and 

a pair of scissors.  These were 
given to the Spotsylvania 
County School Board to be 
distributed to elementary 

schools.  There were also 
several additional boxes of 
supplies that were to be used 
wherever there is a need.  You 

did a great job on this project! 

We then challenged you to 
commit to pray for 15 minutes a 

day for three weeks beginning 
August 20.  At this time, 157 
individuals and families have 

made this commitment.  

Prayers are being 

offered during every time 
period from 6:00 a.m. through 
10:00 p.m.  (Two people even 
signed up for 4:00 and 4:15 

a.m.!)  I am looking forward to 
hearing reports of what God 
is doing through this 
experience. 

The Church Leadership Team 
identified five primary 
characteristics of discipleship 
that we believe will help the 

church grow in spiritual 
maturity.  These are prayer, 
participation in small groups, 
tithing, worship, and Bible 

study.  I began preaching on 
each of these starting August 
12.  (CDs of these sermons 

are available in the sound 
room at the back of the 
sanctuary or through the office 
during the week.)  On 

September 9, I will invite you 
to make commitments related 
to the regular practice of these 
disciplines. 

I am excited about what is 
happening right now.  I believe 
that God is using our 
faithfulness to start a revival of 

this congregation.  Signs of 
this are already showing up.  I 
encourage you to be diligent 
in prayer about your response 

to these calls to commitment.  
What is God saying to you?  
How will you answer him? 

I’ll see you Sunday as we join 

in worship together.  
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Most volunteers go through training 
to improve their skills.  The next 
training session is scheduled for 

September 7th from 9:00 am-4:00 
pm at the Spotsylvania Career and 
Technical Center.  You must 

register by September 4, and may 
do so by calling 898-8165. 

There are many ways that you can 

volunteer:  teaching, bringing 

ESOL (English as a Second or 
Other Language) is a fun ministry 
for adults in our community.   

Anyone can be a volunteer.  
Training does help you to be a 
better instructor, but is NOT
