Did you know that in 
only three and a half 
minutes, the heat from 
a house fire can reach 
over 1100 degrees 
Fahrenheit?  The 
temperature can reach 
over 300 degrees in 
rooms that are not 

even on fire; this is hot 
enough to melt plastic 
and to kill the people in 
those rooms.   

Smoke alarms 
increase the 
chances of 
surviving a house 
fire by 2 to 3 times. 

November 4th is the end 
of daylight savings time, 
and is the recommended 
day for changing smoke 
detector batteries.  The 
youth of CBC hope to 

hand deliver 2,000 
packs of TWIN 9-VOLT 
BATTERIES to homes in 
the Salem Fields 
Subdivision.
